Position Description: On-Call Registered Nurse

Purpose: 
As a member of the interdisciplinary team, the on-call Registered Nurse works under the general direction of the Patient Care Coordinator, the interdisciplinary team, and the attending physician, in the provision of skilled nursing assessment and care in order to maximize comfort and health of patients and their families. 

Responsibilities: 
Responsible for providing skilled assessment, nursing, and supportive care in accordance with plan of care and physicians orders. Be available via beeper to respond to calls from patients and/or families. This care is in accordance the policies and procedures of Walla Walla Community Hospice. 

Qualifications: 

1) Possess a current license to practice as a Registered Nurse in the states of Washington and

      Oregon. 

2) Able to complete admissions when on call including admission paperwork and documentation with report given to primary nurse. 

3) Have at least two years of professional nursing practice, one of which preferably would be in an acute care setting. 

4) Ability to assess and respond to the needs of patients and families in various settings. 

5) Skilled in nursing practice, able to cope with family emotional stress and tolerant of individual lifestyles and cultures. 

6) Ability to make meaningful observations, skilled assessments and write comprehensive, accurate reports. 

7) Available to work on-call, for all hours that the office is closed, one week at a time, or as assigned. 
8) Must be able to take direction, work independently and effectively as part of a multidisciplinary team in a positive, professional manner which supports the mission of the organization.
Functions: 
This is a list of major functions of the position for guidance. It is not intended as a complete list, and may be modified verbally or in writing by the Executive Director and/or supervisor at any time to reflect the changing needs of WWCH. 

1) Fulfill the duties of an On-Call Registered Nurse per position description and as assigned. Assumes responsibility for on-call hours, evenings, weekends, holidays, as scheduled and consistent with the Walla Walla Community Hospice policies and procedures. 

2) Maintain regular communication with Patient Care Coordinator regarding calls received and visits made during on-call hours. 

3) Contribute accurate and concise reports and charting when appropriate and in a timely fashion. Participate in Walla Walla Community Hospice orientation and in-service training for professional staff. 

4) Participate in and contribute appropriate information for Interdisciplinary Group meetings when possible. 

5) Participate in agency and community programs, as requested, to promote professional growth and understanding of hospice care. 

6) Demonstrate familiarity with policies of the agency and awareness of how regulations of state and federal agencies impact care. 

7) Accept other assignments as appropriate.

The position of On-Call Registered Nurse is on an at-will basis.  This means that either the employee or the employer may terminate the employment relationship at any time, with or without notice or reason, unless expressly prohibited by law.
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
